Patna University takes the plunge, seeksNIRF ranking for
first time

PATNA: Even as the National Institutional
Ranking Framework (NIRF) was launched in
2015 to rank higher education institutions in the
country based on objective criteria to promote
competitive excellence in the institutions, the
105-year-old  Patna  University (PU) has
registered for participation in the ranking for the
first time this year. PU clicked the registration
button on the NIRF website on Tuesday for India
Rankings 2023. The NIRF had invited
applications for the 2023 rankings, the eighth edition of the annual exercise. on October 17
itself. The institutions which had participated in the previous India Rankings exercise have
been pre- registered. A mail in this regard has already been sent to the heads of the respective
institutions to confirm institution details for India Rankings 2023. PU had to getitself registered
for it as it is secking its national ranking for the first time. PU’s internal quality assurance cell
(IQAC) director Birendra Prasad said that for some reasons the university could not apply for
NIRF ranking earlier. But, now that the things have improved considerably, PU thought of
joining the race.

A number of institutions of the state, including the IIT-Patna, NIT-Patna, Chanakya National
Law University, Chandragupt Institute of Management- Patna and Patna Women’s College
have alrecady been participating in the NIRF ranking for the last several years with
commendable results. The NIRF was approved by the Union ministry of human resource
development (MHRD) on 29th September 2015. Depending on their areas of operation,
institutions have been ranked under 11 different categories — overall, university, colleges,
engineering, management, pharmacy, law, medical, architecture, dental and research. NIRF
has introduced a new category, namely, agriculture and allied sectors this year. The NIRF uses
several parameters for ranking purposes like resources, research, and stakeholder perception.

This framework outlines a methodology to rank institutions across the country. The
methodology draws from the overall recommendations and broad understanding arrived at by
a core committee set up by MHRD to identify the broad parameters for ranking the higher
education institutions. The parameters have been organized into five broad heads or groups and
each group has been divided into suitable subgroups. Each broad head has an overall weight
assigned to it. Within each head, the sub-heads should also have appropriate weight
distribution. The parameters broadly cover teaching, learning and resources; research and
professional practices; graduation outcomes: outreach and inclusivity; and perception. A
suitable metric has been proposed which computes a score under each sub-head. The sub-head
scores are then added to obtain scores for each individual head. The overall score is computed
based on the weights allotted to each head. The overall score can take a maximum value of
100.
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
