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Now, law is most preferred subject in Patna University

PATNA: If the number of applications
received for the admission to the
postgraduate rG) courses of Patna
University (PU) in the current academic
session (2022-23) is any indication, law
seems to be the most preferred subject for
the aspirants. The last date for online
submission of forms ended on Tuesday.The
LLILM and L.LLB courses have received the
maximum number of applications this year.
While as many as 2,282 candidates have
applied for the admission to 120 seats in
LLB course, 329 applications have been
received for the admission to 20 seats in LLM. Both these courses are running in Patna Law
College premises of PU. PU students' welfare dean Anil Kumar said based on the number of
applications received it can be inferred that the Master of Education (MEd) is the next most
popular course as it has attracted altogether 846 candidates. Admission to the BEd course is
made through a state-level combined BEd entrance test. There are two BEd colleges, namely,
Patna Training College and Women's Training College, in PU.

Other popular subjects at the PG level are commerce, history, political science and geography
(in the faculty of social science) and zoology. physics and chemistry and MCA (in the faculty
of science). As many as 672 candidates have applied for 200 seats in commerce and 195
applications have been received for 45 seats in MCA course. The number of applications
rececived for the admission in history. political science and gecography arec 404, 339 and 265
against 120, 82 and 84 seats, respectively. The number of applications received for the
admission in zoology. physics and chemistry are 444, 287 and 247 against 40, 50 and 64 scats,
respectively.

However, there is very little rush for admission in most language courses in PU. Except
English, Hindi and Urdu, all other language courses have been drawn almost blank. The
number of applications received in these courses is much less than the number of sanctioned
seats.

For instance, only one application has been received against 18 seats in Persian, five
applications against 20 secats in Bangla, 19 against 30 seats in Maithili and 28 against 40 secats
in Sanskrit.

Bangla, Maithili and Persian courses are facing almost closure due to lack of faculty and
students. Bangla was once taught in several institutions, namely. Patna Women's College,
Magadh Mahila College, B N College and Patna College, but it is now only confined to Patna
College and PU postgraduate department.

In the recently concluded undergraduate admissions, not a single student was admitted to
Bangla subject in any constituent college of PU. It is mainly due to the fact at most places there
is no teacher to teach the students, said the dean. "The posts of teachers have already been
advertised and the appointments are likely to be made soon,” he added.
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
