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Patna University Students’ Union elections to be held on
November 19

PATNA: More than 24,000 students of constituent colleges
and postgraduate departments of Patna University (PU) will
vote for electing the leaders of the Patna University Students”
Union (PUSU) on November 19. Last elections to the union
were held almost three years ago on December 7, 2019.
Incidentally, this will be the first election during the regime of
present vice-chancellor (VC) Girish Kumar Chaudhary.

Announcing the schedule of elections, the VC said here on Tuesday that the process of election
started on Tuesday itself with the online publication of the draft electoral roll. Applications for
correction in the electoral roll would be received till 3pm on October 21 and the final electoral
roll would be published on October 22.

The sale of nomination papers will start at 10am on November 3 and end at 3pm on November
5. Students can file their nomination papers between 10am and 3pm on November 7, 9 and 10
at Wheeler Senate House.

Scrutiny of nomination papers would be held on November 11 and the list of valid nominations
would be published the same day. The grievance redressal committee would meet at 3.30pm
on November 12 and convey its decision on the candidates’ grievances Lo the VC atL 5pm. The
students would appeal before the VC at 6pm the same day.

Withdrawal of nomination papers would be held till 3.30pm on November 14 and the final list
of candidates would be published at between 6-7pm on the same day. Polling would take place
from 8am to 2pm on November 19 and the counting of votes would be held 4pm onward the
same day.

PU education department senior teacher Khagendra Kumar has been appointed the chief
returning officer of PUSU elections. A 12-member committee consisting of senior teachers has
been constituted to ensure smooth conduct of elections. The VC appealed to the students to
maintain peace during the elections and cooperate in the conduct of peaceful and fair elections.
PU students” welfare dean Anil Kumar said there would be direct election on all the five key
posts, including those of president, vice-president, secretary, joint secretary and treasurer.
Besides, class representatives in colleges and PG departments would be elected by the
electorate of the respective constituencies. There would be one representative for 1,000
students in different constituencies. All these representatives along with the five office-bearers
would form the union cabinet. He further pointed out that all contesting candidates would have
to observe the code of conduct prescribed in the statutes based on the l.yngdoh committee
report. They would not indulge in wall writing, nor will they use printed materials in
campaigning. They would not organise any feast or party on the campus in the course of
clections. “Any student found violating the code of conduct would be debarred from contesting
the elections. Besides, students who have been charge-sheeted or convicted in any cr

case would also not be eligible to contest the elections,” Kumar said. He said that while filing
nominations students would be asked to submit the mark sheets of all their previous university
cxaminations just to cnsurc that they did not have any academic arrcars. “PU would soon
release a helpline number for the benefit of students desirous of contesting elections. All
necessary information regarding elections would also be uploaded on the PU website,” he
added. PU proctor Rajnish Kumar pointed out that the university would seek the help and
cooperation of the district administration in maintaining law and order on the campus during
the PUSU elections. Teams ol observers would also be deputed by the universily at strategic
locations to check any irregular practice, if any, during electioneering. “No private vehicles
would be allowed to move around any hostel at night during elections. The university would
also keep a vigil on the expenses of individual candidate in clectionecering,™ he said.
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PATNA: After a gap of nearly two
years, the Patna University Stu-
dents’ Union (PUSU) elections is
scheduled to be on November
19, said PU’s vice-chancellor Gir-
ish Kumar Choudhary on Tues-
day.

According to the official, the
draft electoral roll of constituent
colleges and departments will be
uploaded on college websites by
Tuesday late evening.

As per the election schedule,
the sale of nomination forms
will begin from November 3 to 5
at the student activity centre.
Nominations for the election will
be filed on November 7, Novem-
ber 9, and 10 followed by scru-
tiny of nomination papers on
November 11. “Voting at different
colleges will be done on Novem-
ber 10. Counting of votes will be
done on the same day from 4 pm
onwards and the result will be
announced by late evening,”
Choudhary said. The elections
will be conducted to elect the
office bearers, including the
president, vice-president, gen-
eral secretary, joint secretary,
and treasurer.

PU conducted the last election
in 2019. The elections could not
be conducted in 2021 and 2022
due to Covid-19 outbreak.
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
